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The Galley Rat Reviews Books for Cooking on Boats 

I have a number of these and they nearly all assume that you have a 

bottomless fridge, a microwave and huge storage cupboards.  I 

thought I‟d review the books I have.  In no particular order, starting 

with: 

Feast Afloat by Jennifer Trainer Thompson and Elizabeth Wheeler. 

Size: larger than A4 Softback full colour book. 

Feast Afloat is an entertaining guide to various feasting possibilities 

afloat.  They range from Grilling, a late Summer Fete, Cozy Cabin 

Dinners and a Caribbean Christmas ( in Wales? In mid winter? Per-

haps not.). 

Also this is a American cookery book and therefore uses the cup 

measuring system.  This is actually quite useful on a boat as it is the 

last place where you will have scales. 

The book has a number of very good recipes, and it gives a detailed 

description of how to construct a New England style Clambake.  

Quite how this would work on a wet and windy beach in North 

Wales is slightly beyond me. But perhaps if we are lucky the 

weather this summer the Rear Commander may be able to con-

struct one for an event? 

There is a chapter on entertaining on the boat and this includes cut 

glass and lace napkins.  Perhaps for Genesis and Whispered Secret 

Continues on the next page .. 

There has been an Atlantic 75 lifeboat at Beaumaris Lifeboat Station 

since 2000 and before that, we had an Atlantic 21.  Now the RNLI 

have a new boat earmarked for Beaumaris - the Atlantic 85.  This 

boat is larger, has a crew of 4 instead of 3, is faster and has an im-

proved electronics package, with radar and VHF direction finding. 

 This gives us a much better response time to areas like Caernarfon 

Bar, and will give us extra capabilities in low visibility rescues.  In 

recent years, Beaumaris Lifeboat has become one of the busiest 

stations in Wales, and this new boat will certainly come in useful. 

I was on a course last month at the RNLI College in Poole, and got 

to have a look at the 85.  It really is a big improvement on the 75.  

The RNLI are costing them at about £135,000; quite a good deal 

when you see the kit on the boat.  Before Beaumaris gets the boat, 

the RNLI has tasked us, the crew and friends of the lifeboat, to raise 

at least £15,000 in the next 18 months to supplement monies al-

ready received by Beaumaris over the years, mainly from legacies.  

We are calling this fundraising activity "The 85 Fund". 

The Helm course I attended last week used Atlantic 75's; as soon as 

an 85 is available, it is pressed into service.  The course was a re-

warding and gruelling 5 days; day 1 begins by putting you in the 

training boat in a large pool, turning all the lights off, the wave maker 

on, a hosepipe of cold water directed on you, and deafening sound 

effects.  Then they capsize the boat!  The crew swim to the front of 

the boat, deploy the sea anchor, swim to the back of the boat and 

pull the ring that inflates the self righting bag.  Once the boat has 

righted itself, the crew re-enter from the transom and get the en-

gines started; a good demonstration of the inversion proofing, the 

engines having cut out automatically during the capsize.  All in the 

pitch dark, normally with a powerful hose directed into your face...  

Day 1 also includes a quick Powerboat level 2 test, followed by a 

classroom assessment to ensure we are up to Day Skipper theory 

standard.  Day 2 and 3 have night navigation exercises that bring us 

up to Advanced Powerboat.  Other highlights of the course include 

a moving transfer and pacing between the 75 and an all weather 

boat.  We were lucky enough to obtain a helicopter to practice a 

crew transfer.  In fact, on the 7 mile journey to the helicopter we 

had one of the elderly 2 stroke 70hp Evinrudes overheat; something 

that happens a lot in Beaumaris.  The 85 has new 4 stroke 115hp 

Yamahas; whereas every 75 currently has engines that have probably 

been rebuilt a number of times.  Not surprising when you consider 

they might be driven to maximum rpm in sub-zero conditions at 

3am!  I must have personally witnessed the destruction of at 5 Evin-

rudes since being on the boat in 2004.  This takes the boat off ser-

vice for a number of hours until a new one is fitted from the RNLI 

emergency stock of rebuilt rebuilds of rebuilt Evinrudes! 

So, if any of you have any ideas of how to raise money for the new 

85 please contact the editors.  We have until August 2009 to raise 

the £15,000; and I'm sure the Venturers will realise and appreciate 

how important this boat will be to us.

No- it is a bit big and 

doesn‟t fit on the shelf. However some of the recipes are quite good 

and I‟ve copied them out so in a way yes. 

Would I buy it again? Yes probably. 

Jupiter Moon By Janet Buckington 

This is an English weights and measures cookery book. This is a A5 Sized 

spiral bound book  - Very few pictures in the book.   

The book is clearly set out with one recipe per page and is divide by 

main ingredients– Fish, pasta, meat etc.  There are some notes on 

quantities and how much to allow per person Eg how many teas or 

coffee‟s you can get out of a pint of milk.  Around 20 it says and 

how much to allow for cereal per person. However it also suggests 

that you that you carry a salad spinner and a 12 volt blender! I can 

already see DRC fussing at the amount of kitchen gear we have on 

the boat. 

The pasta dishes are good and would be useful.  On the whole it has 

a number of interesting recipes and would be a useful book to have 

to refer too. 

Would this book be on the boat? Maybe. 

Would I buy it again? No.  Maybe read from the library perhaps. 

 

Cruising Cuisine – Kay Pastorius 

This is an American book. Size: Larger than A5 

soft back. Colour cover but black and white 

drawings throughout the book.  No pictures of 

the food.  

I actually like this book - it is full of ideas and 

possible adventures in sailing and cooking. 

The book gives some information of how to 

use a pressure cooker to bake bread. And the benefits of a pressure 

cooker on a boat.? - DRC will need some convincing of! 

The boat also provides some information about provisioning and 

preserving which is very useful and covers storage items.  E.g. Zip 

lock bags.-  How many black bags to have on board. And how long 

garlic will keep for. This book is full of ideas like cooking in foil on a 

BBQ, cooking some carrots until just done then marinating and later 

BBQ them.  Strange as it may seem this makes the carrots very 

tender, sweet and tasty. The recipes I have gained from this book 

have become used at home as well as on the boat. 

Would this book be on the boat? Oh yes 

Would I buy again? Yes. 

 

 

 

Care and Feeding of the sailing crew  by Lin Pardey 

This is an American book. Smaller than A5 and 

black and white photographs and some line draw-

ings. All 414 pages of it. 

I have read this a number of times as it is full 

of information that you didn‟t know you 

needed to know.  The Pardeys‟ are round the 

world cruisers and have produced a number of 

books. The care and feeding of the sailing crew 

is really a food log book recording the food 

eaten over a 51 day passage from Asia to America. 

The book begins as they load it for the coming trip and goes though 

how they store the food and what food they bought.  It gives details 

on how long food keeps- E.g. Dark cumberers will keep for 12 to 14 

days in a dark place in the tropics if bought when firm and turned 

daily. Cabbages keep better with the outer leaves intact. Information 

on how to build the prefect ice chest, the layout of the best sort of 

galley, what sort of floor, and the best sort of chopping board. All 

interspersed with daily recipes plans.  E.g. on day 39 lunch was left-

over potato salad, hard boiled eggs and pickled beetroot salad.  It 

then goes on to explain how to make the above lunch.  Or at least 

the picked beetroot salad.  They are not long recipes and some are 

a little sparse on the instructions.  Which may or may not be a good 

thing. 

Would it be on board- Yes always. 

Would I buy it again?  Yes very much so. 

Cooks Afloat- David Hoar and Noreen 

Rudd. 

The book is a spiral bound with a flap over 

cover and is somewhere between A5 and A4 

in size.  Full colour pictures are dotted 

throughout the book. 

The recipes themselves are good but how-

ever a perhaps a little over complicated for 

cooking on a small boat.  A number of the 

recipes feature seafood and fish that are local to the writers home 

cruising area which is British Columbia Canada.  And while this does 

mean the recipes are not quite the same they can be adapted.  The 

information on the parts of a scallop could be very useful when 

you‟ve been scallop hunting. The book then get a little carried away 

with it‟s idea on driftwood art and your own cocktail skewers set 

made out of kebab sticks and very small shells and glue and there 

are others but I wont spoil it for you if you do find this book..  The 

book does go into a lot of detail of types of shell fish but again these 

are local to BC waters.  Eg Giant rock scallop are only in waters 

from British Columbia to mid California. The Scallops found locally 

to the UK are: King Scallops (Pecten maximus) and Queen Scallops 

(Clamys opercalaris). 

Overall the book has a number of pages on equipment ideas for a 

boat. But quite where I‟d be able to put a full set of scuba gear on 

the boat I‟m not sure. 

Would it be on board- possibly not 

Would I buy it again?  Perhaps – If we were sailing in BC.

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Carol Asquith on the London Boat Show 2008  

Boat show weekend was upon us and we arranged to stay for 

a couple of nights in London with Carolyn and Glen Warbur-

ton. We rendezvoused on Friday 18th January at the Ibis Ho-

tel Euston, handy for the station and the tube. We all agreed 

that it would be wise to have an early night, just a couple of 

drinks with dinner, so that we would be fresh, alert and full of 

stamina for an exciting day at the boat show the next morn-

ing. And so after a good meal at Porters Restaurant in 

Covent Garden, several bottles of red wine, unrecorded 

amounts of beer, four very merry sailors staggered off to bed 

somewhere between 1am and 2am- I think? 

Next morning after a full English breakfast with the Neuro-

phen accompaniment we hopped on the tube to the Excel 

centre. David Clough had negotiated a very good deal for 

N.W.V.Y.C members giving a big discount on the entrance 

fee, and after a bit on humming and harring at the customer 

service desk we were given our tickets. 

First off we decided to indulge in a little bit of fantasy, so we 

made our way onto the Island Packet stand. We all felt the 

IP440 was an excellent buy at £324,000 (subject to commis-

sioning). Definitely a boat that you could trust to take you 

anywhere. Another new boat we boarded was the Legend 38, 

Carolyn and Glen were particularly pleased to discover the 

price had risen by a massive £15,000 since last year. This was 

the boat they bought at the last boat show – which proves 

dreams can come true if you let them. 

We eventually made our way to the chandlery area, the boat 

show is an excellent opportunity to see in one place all the 

new products on the market. We spend a lot of time on our 

boat in the summer and the last couple of years we‟ve no-

ticed the mattress cushions in the fore cabin have been get-

ting damp underneath. We found a product called DryMesh, 

this is an anti-moisture layer of mesh that comes in a roll that 

can be cut to size and placed under the mattress creating an 

air gap. At £75 a roll we thought we‟d give it a go.  We spent 

ages rooting through the big baskets of discounted rope at 

the Jimmy Green stand, and Glen managed to find some very 

reasonably priced mooring rope for Genesis. Carolyn and 

Glen also bought a “magic” boat hook, not quite sure how it 

works but the general idea is you stab it somewhere in the 

direction of your mooring buoy and the spring loaded moor-

ing hook passes a line through your mooring ring and brings it

One Pan Galley Gourmet. By Don Jacobson and John Roberts. 

Smaller than A5 size spiral bound,  a few black and 

white pictures at the front.

And the goes through vari-

ous recipes to be cooked in the frying pan by 

meal type in order.  Breakfast, Lunch and Din-

ner and Desserts.  Then it moves on the Pot. 

And then the oven.  The recipes themselves are very good and this 

book introduced me to a product called Bisquick and this can be 

bought in Tesco‟s.  I‟ve done a number of the recipes from this book 

and DRC loves the Apple and cinnamon coffee cake and it dead easy 

to make.  Thanks to Bisquick all it needs is milk, eggs and the apple-

sauce.  Dickies have this book and the recipe is on page 168 if you 

want it.  I‟ve just flicked through this book and I note that there one 

called Beefy cheesy elbows! And another called drunken beef.  May 

be there is hope for John Lomas yet!  This book again has a number 

of good information pages and a number of pages of pressure 

cooker cooking.  It suggests using seawater to cool the pressure 

cooker.  Can this be done?  I must admit to being rather scared of 

pressures cookers and never have used one.  I have visions of food 

on the kitchen ceiling (never mind on a boat). So if there are some 

pressure cookers users on boats out there please do drop me a line 

or two on how you do it!
