Rear Commodore 
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Cruising the Shetland Archipelago, with its 100 small Islands 

and 900 miles of coastline, offers a beautiful combination of 

dramatic cliffs and natural harbours. 

This trip, in my Wayfarer ôGrey Dogõ was to take in a com-

plete circumnavigation of the Mainland Shetland and the Isles 

of Yell, Unst, and the Out Skerries. 

We arrived at Lerwick at 07.00 hours on Saturday 1st August 

after travelling from Cheshire on Friday 31st July and catching 

the evening ferry from Aberdeen. 

We spend the first day sorting the equipment out (trying to 

get it all to fit!), and visiting the Coast Guard to tell them of 

our intentions.  They where most helpful and showed us all 

the tricky spots on the charts (there seemed to be quiet a 

few!), and gave us some very useful information. 

Day 1 

After a good night out in Lerwick which is certainly a lively 

town, we launched Grey Dog mid-day Sunday 2nd August. 

Our intention was to go clockwise around the Islands.  It was 

a grey day with ominous clouds looming above and a moder-

ate SE wind, which unfortunately meant beating into it.  A 

wet cold start.  Same as always then! When we left the shel-

ter of Lerwick Harbour the swells picked up and we had a 

good testing first days sail to Aith Voe on East Mainland. It 

was all going well until the last hour when in fading light and 

stronger winds we found it hard work to find the entrance 

into Aith Voe, it being protected by a wall on rocks with a 

narrow entrance. With dry mouths we sailed over a small bar 

and breathed relief when we saw sand below. We tied up 

along a small pier at 19.00 hours having covered a distance of 

24 N Miles.  

Aith Voe is a small inlet and it wasnõt long before the first 

fishing boat returned to the pier with a large catch of macke-

rel. The fishermen where friendly but told us we probably 

wouldnõt get around the ôRoustõ in that little boat, especially 

as we were coming up to Spring Tides. The ôRoustõ is the 

Tidal Race which runs off the South End of the Shetland Isles 

past Sumburgh Head and which, we were finding out, had a 

fearful reputation amongst the locals.   

Day 2 

The following day we set off at 09.00 heading for Pool of 

Virkie Marina which lies at the Southern end of Mainland 

Shetland. The wind had settled to a force 2/3 in a calm sea 

and sunshine.  Passing through Mousa Sound we had superb 

views of a 2000 year old Brock. We arrived at Pool Virkie at 

13.00 hours covering a distance of 9 N Miles.  This is a lovely 

spot with views out over Sumburgh Head and Sumburgh Air-

port. The marina was small but perfect for Grey Dog.. 

 

Day 3 

The following day we woke up to winds of Force 5/6 and a 

sea state which we thought was moderate but as we were 

soon to find out could have been rough.  We pondered on 

staying but the forecast was for it to get worse tomorrow so 

we decided to go for it.  So we packed up (takes about an 

hour and a half to pack all the equipment away) and get Grey 

Dog ready for the sea.  I should have known something was 

not right when after turning to sail out into open water the 

first two waves came crashing over the bow and into the 

boat ( the self bailers on Grey Dog are brilliant), which is just 

as well or we would have been swamped! (also Bob had gone 

very quiet which is normally a sign of deep concentration and 

he had that look on his face which said ôthis looks 

scaryõ).Once we passed the headland we hit the full force of 

the wind and the size of the waves doubled to probably about 

6 to 8 foot.  After a very quick glance at each other which 

said ôsod thisõ we turned back and had a superb sail with Grey 

Dog screaming down the waves back to the safely of the ma-

rina.  Distance covered 4.20 N Miles.  

That afternoon we went for a walk to Sumburgh Head were 

we watched hundreds of Puffins having great fun doing acro-

batics in the strong winds. We also got our first view of the 

ôRoustõ.  Mmm, interesting Tidal Race which looked quiet 

large even from the top of the cliffs!  However there looked 

like a way through on the inside!  Or at least we talked our-

selves in to believing there was. 

Day 4 

The next day we woke to a full blown gale so we got the bus 

into Lerwick and another to Scalloway on the West Coast of 

Shetland. Here we visited the museum which tells the story 

of the ôShetland Busõ. 

Day 5 

We departed the Pool of Virkie at 10.00 hours in a S.W. 

force 3 heading for St Ninians Isle on the West Coast. The 

views of the cliffs rounding Sumburgh Head were great. We 

had timed our departure to miss the worst of the Tidal Race 

Circumnavigation of the Shetland Isles 2009  
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but this came with a price. We had to get to Fitful Head with-

in 2 hours to miss the worst of the overfalls!  Our mouths 

were dry as we approached Fitful Head to see in front of us 

breaking waves.  As always one minute you are looking at 

them the nexted you are sucked in.  The overfalls stretched 

for about a mile which gave Grey Dog, once again a chance 

to show off!  Dancing the waves we quickly passed the worst 

behind us and we had a lovely sail to St Ninians Bay a distance 

of 20.65 N Miles.  St Ninians Bay is lovely, with a long golden 

beach, protected by St Ninianõs Isle, a small Island which 

seems mostly used by sheep farmers.  From the top of the 

Isle we could look out along the West Coast and to the wa-

ters we would sail in tomorrow. 

Day 6 

We planned to leave St Ninians Isle at high tide as we had 

anchored Grey Dog at the top of the tide. At 09.00 we were 

packed and ready, apart from the water that is!  High Tide 

was 09.30. 09.30 came and went and the tide hadnõt reached 

the boat.  At 10.00 we realised with horror that the tide had 

turned!  Anyone ever tried to push a Wayfarer fully leaden?  

It just doesnõt happen!  To the amusement to a few early 

birds on the beach there then followed a comedy sketch of 

two men emptying everything out of the boat and then strug-

gling to push the boat to the water, which was getting further 

away!  We did it; dry suits soaked in sweat, threw everything 

in and pushed off. We then reloaded as we slowly sailed out 

of the bay in a very light wind.  There was, as always a discus-

sion about who read the tide times! (It was me; I donõt know 

what I did!) We headed for Skelda Voe marina our destina-

tion for tonight. The wind dropped so we paddled. The wind 

eventually arrived after 4 hours paddling and we arrived at 

the marina at 19.00 hours. Distance covered today 18.17 N 

Miles.  On arrival at the marina we were met by a lovely cou-

ple who had seen us approach and come down to greet us.  

They owned the marina and gave us a great welcome ( sailors 

themselves with a stunning Yacht), showed us all the facilities 

and gave us some good tips for the waters we were heading 

into, especially for the far Northern point, Muckle Flugger.  

Day 7 

The following day we set sail for Brae in a good S.W. 

F4 at 10.00 hours arriving at Brae which lays at the 

end of Busta Voe a long loch on the West Coast at 

19.20 hours having covered a distance of 45. N 

Miles. Busta Voe is recognised as one of the most 

popular sailing venues in Shetland.  

Day 8 

At 10.30 the following day we set sail for Cullivoe in 

North Yell which lies on the Western Shore of 

Bluemull Sound.  This was to prove to be our hard-

est test so far.  The wind was S.W. F3/4 which 

meant a hard beat up the Loch to get out back onto 

the West Coast. Once out of the Loch we soon left Brae 

behind and headed into the big Atlantic swells on the West 

Coast.  The wind increased so we threw in a reef, then it 

dropped off, so out came the reef, then it came back so back 

in with the reef. Six times in an hour we reefed, de-reefed 

until we took it out and left it out.  Sometimes we think it 

does you good just to leave full sail up as we screamed along 

on a beam reach touching 7/8 knots.  We watched the miles 

falling off as we neared tonightõs destination.  Then the wind 

dropped.  We paddled and we paddled.  Every now and again 

the wind came back in a slight breeze and then dropped off to 

nothing. We paddled for about 5 hours until at 6pm we began 

to consult the charts to look for an alternative night stop. 

There wasnõt really anything else as we now were crossing 

the Northern end of the Sound of Yell and we were about 4 

miles off shore.  So we paddled some more.  Then the light 

started to fade. By the time we were approximately 1 mile 

from the entrance to what is called ôBlue Mull Soundõ the light 

was fading fast. I had left my glasses in the car (great help 

there!), which I use for driving and need at night to see 

shapes, etc. The guide book describes Blue Mull Sound: 

ôWith its strong tides and turbulent races, can be hazardous 

in a Northerly wind and there are many inshore rocks on the 

west coast of Unst, north of Cullivoeõ 

And then the wind came back, and got stronger and stronger.  

It was dark as we entered the channel into Blue Mull Sound 

and we screamed in with a tide which was exactly like enter-

ing the Swellies.  It was difficult to even make out the rocks 

on the far shore.  And then I saw them.  Peering at me like 

dark demons below the water in front of Grey Dog.  

òROCKS AHEADó I SCREAMED at Bob on the helm.  We 

were going to fast; Bob threw the tiller round instantly like a 

circus horse obeying its master.  And then came the noise of 

Fiberglas grinding on the rocks below -------- Oh S--- I mut-

tered --------to be continued.

Responsibility for Moorings in the Menai Strait  

Some members during last season raised the question of 

who has responsibility if problems arise with moorings in 

the Strait. Alun Price, the Menai Strait Piermaster for Angle-

sey County Council has the responsibility of managing 

moorings to the North of the Bridges ð allocating mooring 

positions to boat owners, collecting rental for the moorings 

and resolving any problems which arise. The boat owners 

themselves provide tackle for the mooring and many use a 

contractor to lay, repair and winterise moorings.  

One misconception which does occasionally arise is the be-

lief that members can sell their boats with the mooring. The 

mooring position belongs to the Council. The only thing 

members can sell is their mooring tackle. New members 

seeking a mooring in the Strait can speak to Glen War-

burton, Vice Commodore, who liaises with Alun Price on 

mooring matters on membersõ behalf but neither Glen, nor 

any other club officer, is in a position to allocate or re-

allocate moorings, or deal with any problems realign to ex-

isting moorings. 

If you have a problem with moorings e.g. a mooring too 

close to your own or a mooring which has dragged, Alun 

Price is the person to contact, although the mooring con-

tractor you use may be able to sort problems for you with-

out your having to contact Alun Price.

¶ Large vessels both at anchor and underway being 

approached by smaller craft. 

¶ Items or people being landed in remote coastal areas.  

¶ Inexperienced crew onboard vessels arriving and 

departing marinas and harbours. 

¶ Large sums of cash being used to purchase and rent 

vessels. 

¶ Vessels leaving or arriving at marinas and harbours at 

irregular times.  

¶ Light aircraft landing on remote beaches and coastal 

areas.  

¶ Items being attached to marker buoys. 

¶ Large numbers of passengers embarking or disem-

barking vessels. 

¶ 4 x 4 Vehicles on remote beaches.  

¶ Inexperienced individuals purchasing nautical equip-

ment.
